personnel administration shall not collaborate with a team from such construction company.

If the construction
team consists of more than one company, at least one company shall meet the above
requirement.

Construction company qualified to undertake construction work complying with
Article 3, Clause I, Construction Business Law No. 100, 1949, or having qualification
equivalent to the corresponding law of a county other than Japan. If the noumcd_.nao__
company consists of more than one company, all companies shall meet the above
requirement.

Construction company allocating a supervisor and an engineer-in-charge complying
with Article 26, Construction Business Law. If the construction company consists of

more than one company, all companies shall meet the above requirement.

Construction company having more than 1,250 points in most recent total evaluation
after decision on objective matters about management complying with Article 27-23,
Clause 1, Construction Business Law. If the construction company consists of more

than one company, the representative shall meet the above requirement.

If the construction company consists of more than one company, the investment stake
of each construction company shall be more than 60% of each equal division of the
total stake.

Results shall be reported to all applicants in writing. Judging and critique of works as well as
results and reasons shall be summarized and announced in a report later.

Japanese is the language to be used and yen the sole currency. Moreover, the law to be the
standard of the. design shall be the law of Japan.

The prefecture is willing to entrust the designer of the team proposing superlative work with
preliminary and working designs and construction management of the Shimokita Kokusetsu
(Snow-Resistant) Dome (tentative name).

If the designer of the team proposing superlative work is not the founder of a Class 1 architect
office conforming to the Architect Law, the office shall be registered as a Class 1 architect
office within Japan prior to the entrustment contract of preliminary and working designs, and
shall meet the requirements for a party of the work contract agreement for the Shimokita
Kokusetsu Dome (tentative name) design, including qualification and certification stipulated in
Article 3, Clause 1 of the Regulation on qualifications for competitive bidding of construction
work in Aomori Prefecture (Aomori Prefectural Regulation No. 6, February 1983).

The prefecture is willing to order construction of the Shimokita Kokusetsu (Snow-Resistant)
Dome (tentative name) from the construction company of the team proposing superlative work.
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6. The construction company of the team proposing superlative work shall meet the requirements
for a party of the work contract agreement for the Shimokita Kokusetsu (Snow-Resistant) Dome
